- 4 p.m., will be available at two locations to focus on 

community/national and individual prayer needs — Serenity Park(across from McCarty 

Park), East Galena Boulevard and Fourth Street; and Westminster Presbyterian 

Church, 10 N. Edgelawn Ave.

Individuals are encouraged to do a Neighborhood Walk at 7 a.m. or 7 p.m., or 

when convenient, by walking around their block and praying for their neighbors.

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The National Day of Prayer is a vital part of our heritage. Since the first call to 

prayer in 1775, when the Continental Congress asked the colonies to pray for wisdom 

in forming a nation, the call to prayer has continued through our history, including 

President Lincoln's proclamation of a day of “humiliation, fasting, and prayer” in 1863. 

In 1952, a joint resolution by Congress, signed by President Truman, declared an 

annual, national day of prayer. In 1988, the law was amended and signed by President 

Reagan, permanently setting the day as the first Thursday of every May. Each year, the 

president signs a proclamation, encouraging all Americans to pray on this day.

The Aurora Christian Ministry Network (ACMN) and Aurora area churches are 

sponsoring this community appeal for prayer.

The ACMN mission statement reads, “The Aurora Christian Ministry Network is a 

network of like-minded churches, organizations, clergy, and individuals dedicated to 

meeting Aurora’s urban challenges by giving the light of the Good News of Jesus Christ 

through responding, mobilizing, and supporting.” 
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
